Airport.
There is only one airport in Madrid Adolfo Suarez Airport (previously known as Barajas Airport). It is 13km far from Madrid and it is one of the best connected airports in Europe.  There are two tourism information offices at Terminal 1 and Terminal 4. These offices are open from 8 a.m. to 8 p.m. every day of the year. People can go from the Airport to the center of Madrid:

The metro is the cheapest way to get to central Madrid. Bear in mind that the Aeropuerto metro station is between T2 and T3, which means that if, as is very likely, you arrive at T1, you have a 10-15min walk to get there. From T4, take the shuttle to T2 (allow 20mins in total). From the airport it's four stops on metro line 8 (pink) and 12mins to Nuevos Ministerios. On outward journeys, if you are flying with Iberia, Alitalia and some other airlines you can also check in here. From Nuevos Ministerios it's around another 15mins into the centre of Madrid. You can save money by buying a Metrobús ticket at the airport station.

By bus

Line 200 bus service runs between T1, T2 and T3 and Avenida de América (information 91 406 88 10), while Line 204 runs to T4. Both take between 30 and 40 minutes, depending on the traffic. There are two stops en route. First buses of the day leave Avda de América and Barajas at 6am; they run every 12mins, 6am-11.30pm. A single ticket costs €1. The airport buses are accessible to wheelchairs.

The bus, named Airport Express, completes the journey in approximately 40 minutes. Buses run once every 15 minutes during the day, and every 35 minutes at night. Tickets cost 5 euros each, and are purchased on the bus itself.

Since this is an express service, there are only three stops on the route: O'Donnell at the junction with Doctor Esquerdo, Plaza de Cibeles (nerve centre of the EMT night buses, known as the búhos) and Atocha station (daytime timetable only, between 6 am and 11.30pm). The bus stops at airport terminals T1, T2 and T4, where the end of the line is located.

This special bus line is easy to identify thanks to its distinctive yellow colour scheme. Each bus has room for 88 passengers and features modern luggage storage facilities.  

By taxi
You can pay with credit card or cash. Payment with credit card has to be asked before going into the taxi.
Flat fare to/from the airport. On trips with origin or destination between the Airport and the inside of Calle 30, including those that have been contracted by telematic means, a flat fare of 30 euros will apply. No supplements can be added to this flat fare. The maximum amount of the services contracted by telematic means will not be aplied, provided the passenger is present at the meeting point at the agreed time.

Minimum fare to/from the airport. On trips with origin in the Airport, in which the flat rate cannot be apllied and which have not been contracted by telematic means, a minimum rate of 20 euros will charged on the first 10 km of trajectory of lesser distance. After the 10-kilometre mark has been passed, the taximeter will be used to calculate the rest of the fare at the appropriate rate.
