Statement by the Japanese Federation of Social Workers (JFSW)

6 February 202 6

In connection with the upcoming vote, the Japanese Federation of Social Workers (JFSW)

wishes to express the following statement.

Eighty years have passed since the end of World War Il. Japan is the only nation to have
suffered atomic bombings, and our country has experienced and caused immense loss of
life and the horrors of destruction. With deep reflection and a commitment to honoring
those who perished in the war, the Japanese people vowed never to wage war again and
have continued to pursue peace. For many decades since, we have lived without

experiencing direct warfare or the loss of life on the battlefield.

Nevertheless, wars and armed conflicts continue around the world, and countless lives are
lost every day. The escalation of violence extends beyond the borders of the countries

involved and threatens global stability, even posing a risk to the survival of humanity.

Wars are human-made disasters caused by political leaders and groups who hold power.
Their decisions force innocent citizens into cycles of violence and destruction. Moreover, in
the name of the state, people’s lives, rights, and dignity are denied, and they are sent to the
battlefield—this is a profound tragedy.

History has repeatedly shown that the decisions of those in power can devastate people’s
lives and inflict irreparable suffering. Yet global tragedies persist, and the path to peace
remains distant. We must once again confront the fundamental truth that war and violence

bring nothing but harm.

Social workers are professionals who seek the well-being of all people and aspire to build
stable communities and a peaceful world. In our daily practice, we value cooperation,
mutual understanding, and peaceful coexistence, and we are committed to pursuing peace
and well-being for all humanity.

Based on this understanding, the Japanese Federation of Social Workers bears the



responsibility—grounded in the principles of human rights and social justice upheld by the
International Federation of Social Workers—to support peace and non-violence. We

strongly oppose any nation, political group, or organization that attempts to resolve conflicts
through violence at the cost of human life. We call for the immediate cessation of hostilities

and urge all parties to pursue dialogue-based solutions.

The Japanese Federation of Social Workers is a professional organization committed to
peace. In all circumstances, we reject violence and remain steadfast in advocating for

peace through dialogue.
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
